9:00-12pm Robotics and Zombie Apocalypse

In this activity, you will program a robot to complete specific tasks (software engineer) and test your programs (test engineer). 
Zombie Apocalypse: The zombies are coming, and your mission is to build a fence around the safe haven to keep out zombies, restore power so you can see, test the cure for the zombies to make sure it works, and repair the pipeline to distribute the cure! Students will use the survival bag to solve puzzles and clues to accomplish the goals. Students will work in teams exploring Chemical, Electrical, Mechanical, and Civil Engineering so that they can cure the zombies and save themselves!
