Water Reclamation Facility in North Cary : Tour the water reclamation facility (NCWRF), which treats wastewater collected from north Cary, Morrisville, and part of Research Triangle Park.  The facility discharges the highly treated wastewater to Crabtree Creek, which eventually goes to the Neuse River. The WRF also supplies reclaimed water for distribution to irrigation customers near the NCWRF.  The reclaimed water system, which pumps reclaimed water to houses and businesses, is the first of its kind in the state of North Carolina. We'll discuss the different jobs at the treatment plant, how a town like Cary plans for providing wastewater service, and some of the regulations that govern how we operate the WRF. Water Treatment Facility in Cary/Apex : We will take a tour of the water treatment facility (WTF), which treats water from Jordan Lake to supply to residents and businesses in Cary, Apex, Morrisville, and part of Research Triangle Park for drinking and other uses.  The WTF was recently expanded to a capacity of 40 million gallons per day (mgd).  We will discuss the different jobs people do at the treatment plant as we take the tour.
