In 2009, two different camp formats for high school students will be offered. Design Camp Overnight and Design Camp Day.  

Who is eligible? ♥ High school students (rising sophomores and juniors for Design Day Camp and rising juniors and seniors for Design Camp Overnight). 

What does it cost? ♥ Tuition for the Overnight Design Camp is $800, and the Design Day Camp is $450. These fees cover the cost of instruc​tion, lodging (for overnight participants), meals, project supplies and activities. A $100 down payment is due with the completed application and will be applied towards tuition. Checks must be made out to NC State University.

How do I apply? ♥ Download the online Design Camp Application. Make sure to complete the entire application form, including the section reserved for your guidance counselor. Applications are accepted on a first come first serve basis until all slots are filled.  Please be advised that the camps fill up VERY quickly, so apply early! 

Do you offer financial assistance? ♥ CAM will consider requests for financial assistance based on demonstrated need. Parents/Guardian must submit a completed financial assistance request form and the student applicant must include a letter stating their goals and artistic interests. School counselor verification is required.

The NC State College of Engineering will be offering two, week-long, non-residential summer day camps for middle school students (Camp I is for rising 8th and 9th-graders; Camp II for rising 6th and 7th-graders).  The camps will take place on NC State's campus in Raleigh and will be led by middle school teachers in partnership with engineering faculty and students from NC State.

    *  Lunch will be provided each day;

    *  Camp hours are approximately 8 am to 3:30 pm, Monday through Friday;

    *  Camp fee:  $250 (a limited number of need-based scholarships are available).  

Application Procedure:  
1- Fill out electronic application, and

2- Send the following together by conventional mail.  All materials must be received no later than March 31, 2009 in order for the student to be considered: 

· Reference letter from teacher, school counselor or principal recommending student 

· Student's statement on why she would like to attend camp (handwritten by student is preferred) 

· Letter of demonstrated financial need from school counselor, if applying for a scholarship 
 The student will receive a postcard by mail when all of the above materials have been received. 
Student Selection:
Only students who submit a complete application by the above-listed deadline will be considered for camp.  Approximately 50-55 students will be selected for each camp.  We consider a number of factors in selecting attendees from the pool of applicants.  We rely heavily on the teacher recommendation and the student statement to make decisions.  We also select students from a cross-section of backgrounds and geographic areas and invite students who may be interested in engineering, but have little or no background, as well as students who already have some previous experiences.  Application date can play a small role when all other factors are equal.  Accepted students will be notified before the end of April if they have been accepted to the camp or placed on a waitlist.  
Recommendation Letter: 
The recommendation letter should be written by a teacher or other school official and speak on behalf of the student. The letter should address the student's interests and abilities, as well as the student's character and suitability for attending the camp.  Home school students may choose another adult who interacts with the student regularly and can speak to her/his abilities, interests, character, and suitability for attending camp.

Ag-DISCOVERY is an outreach program to help students learn about careers in plant science and veterinary medicine.  Students live on campus, learning field and laboratory research techniques from university professors and practicing entomologists, botanists, and plant pathologists working for the U.S. Government.
This two-week summer residential program targets students 14–17 years of age who are interested in learning more about plant science.  Students chosen to participate in Ag-DISCOVERY will explore a research topic through hands-on laboratory experiences, workshops, and field trips. Students will also participate in character and team-building activities and diversity workshops.

Who Is Sponsoring the Ag-DISCOVERY Program?
The Plant Pathology Department at North Carolina State University (NCSU) and the Plant Protection and Quarantine (PPQ) division of the Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS)—an agency of the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA)—cooperate to sponsor Ag-DISCOVERY. 
How Much Will It Cost?
Students selected for Ag-DISCOVERY will pay only the cost of their transportation to and from NC State campus. The Equal Employment Opportunity Advisory Committee of APHIS’ Plant Protection and Quarantine Division will sponsor the cost of tuition, room and board, and lab supplies for the two-week program.

How Do I Apply?
Applications will be available at the website above in late March or early April.  

What Is the Ag-DISCOVERY’s focus at NC State?
Ag-DISCOVERY at North Carolina State University has a plant-science focus.  However, many lab and field experiences will relate to veterinary science.  For example, lab work in DNA gel electrophoresis is relevant to animal science and field work in specimen collection and identification is relevant to animal science.  Plant sciences include entomology (the study of insects), plant pathology (the study of plant diseases), botany (the study of plants), and agronomy (the science of soil management and production of field crops)

The Future Astronaut Training Program at the Cosmosphere is more than a camp. It's an experience. Developed from authentic astronaut training, FATP motivates campers to seek careers in space-related industries by emphasizing the importance of teamwork, leadership and problem solving.

Campers train in camp simulators: stress simulator, Space Shuttle simulator, Mission Control, centrifuge, multi-axis trainer; construct and operate robots similar to Mars rovers Spirit and Opportunity; practice spacewalk rescues; train in an actual Soyuz capsule used to train astronauts from around the world; tour the Hall of Space Museum, which houses an actual Apollo White Room, the Apollo 13 command module Odyssey, a Russian Vostok and other historically-significant U.S. and Russian space artifacts.

FATP is an internationally-recognized camp that combines space science education with exciting astronaut-training activities. Each session is limited to 30 campers. Tuition is $695 and includes room, board and everything else campers need to enjoy their week. Scholarships are available. The deadline to apply for scholarships is April 1. Transportation between Wichita Mid-Continent Airport and the Cosmosphere is available for a fee.
